SYNPOSIS FOR INSIDE THE ENEMY

It is September 11th, 2001, at a television station in Doha, Qatar. AMIRAH, a beautiful Jordanian reporter is traumatized by the tragedy of the World Trade Center in New York.  She begs her arrogant supervisor, MUSHIRAH, for the assignment. Mushirah, who is jealous of Amirah’s youth and beauty, refuses. 

Two years later, Mushirah’s envy grows and she manipulates Amirah to join her cameraman in covering a dangerous propaganda assignment during the war in Iraq. Although Amirah’s sense of integrity is compromised, she embarks on the mission and brings along her father, ALI, for moral support. In the Iraqi desert, Amirah is injured and presumes her father dead when an explosion takes the life of the cameraman. Lost and alone, she finds herself embedded in an American army platoon, under the care of her rescuer, SERGEANT KEVIN O’CONNER. Her fear and suspicion of the platoon’s interpreter, CORPORAL KAREEM, compels Amirah to hide her identity and pretend not to comprehend the English language. As she slowly gains the soldiers’ trust, Amirah and Kevin’s attraction for one another intensifies. 
Before Amirah can confess to Kevin the truth about herself, she discovers that Corporal Kareem is Mushirah’s informant. Her intention to expose him as a spy is thwarted by Kareem, who blackmails Amirah and reveals that her father is alive. Torn between honor and deceit, she gives in to her desire for Kevin and their love is consummated. After a deadly ambush coordinated by Kareem, Amirah is kidnapped to Baghdad, where her father is held captive. In her absence, Kareem convinces an enraged Kevin that Amirah is the real enemy and responsible for the attack. Amirah and Ali are reunited in Baghdad, but when she refuses to release information about the Americans, he is killed. She eludes her captors and hides nearby in a vacant building. Kevin and his platoon enter the city and he locates Amirah, accusing her of espionage. But his love for her weakens his resolve and he leaves. Corporal Kareem throws a grenade at the building; they assume Amirah is dead.  

Amirah returns to Qatar to avenge her father’s death and during a heated confrontation, Mushirah is shot and killed. The station’s owner covers for Amirah and she returns to Jordan, pregnant with Kevin’s baby. Amirah writes a journal of her experiences in Iraq and gives birth to a son. Kareem is captured and confesses, thus clearing her name, yet Amirah continues to conceal her identity for fear of Kevin’s wrath. 

Eager to resume her career, Amirah accepts a position at a television station in New York. Once there, her journal is published and becomes an instant success. During a banquet held in her honor, Amirah encounters Kevin who is shocked to see her alive. He begs to be forgiven, but Amirah’s bitterness prompts her to leave him. Months later, Amirah’s life is again threatened by an escaped Kareem. Kevin comes to her rescue and in a struggle kills Kareem. Amirah forgives Kevin for not believing in her. Reunited with their son, they rekindle the love that had been buried in the war-torn deserts of Iraq….
